The latest
addition is Mamaila Mall - a convenience centre of 12 500
square meters, anchored by Shoprite, Cashbuild and OBC
in Mamaila in Hartbeesfontein within the Greater Letaba
Local Municipality, and 46km from Elim.

10 000m2, Bronkhorstspruit Mall of 24 000m2 and Sky City
Mall Phase 2, an additional 12 000m2.
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
